General Auction Rules 

All bidding and purchasing require a personal Bid Number.  Your personal Bid Number 

will be assigned to you at check in and can be found on the back of your catalog.                    

Presentation of your catalog and Bid Number will be required at check out during the final 

purchase of your auction items.   

 

Silent Auction Rules  
Please note the varied table closing times as indicated in the catalog and at each table.     

Silent auctions will begin at 5:30 pm and will conclude at 7:45 pm. Each new bid must be 

written on the next available line on the Bid Sheet.   Once a bid is entered, it may not be 

removed.   Bids must be  incremental and must adhere to the increments indicated on each 

bid sheet.   Only bids meeting the increment requirements will be considered qualifying bids.  

The   highest bid at closing time constitutes the winning bid.  In the event  of a dispute the 

auction official will resolve the issue.   Auction Volunteers are excluded from bidding on   

tables under their supervision.

 Visit the historic Sullenger House built in 1884, the Gleason barn, circa 1770, which was 
 moved from New Hampshire and reconstructed at the winery, our subterranean wine cellar 
 and more.  And don't forget your 3L 2003 Darien Syrah which is indicative of Syrah, dark in 
 color and opens with aromas of lavender, plum & spice.  The beautiful floral note of this  
 vineyard carries through on the palate, mixed with layers of red fruits and an underlying 
 meatiness typical of the variety.  This wine is full from start to finish and has an excellent  
 progression of fruit, spice, toast, and meat that continues into a long, supple finish.

To produce a single vineyard wine, you should 
be convinced that the vineyard has something 
unique and identifiable to offer. It should be a 
vineyard that will yield a wine whose intensity 

and personality you are unable to obtain in 
your other wines. We knew this about our 

Brown Ranch after the first harvest of its Pinot 
Noir grapes in 1995.
